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What is Infiltration and Inflow (1/1)?

Infiltration is groundwater, or groundwater that is influenced by surface water, which enters sewer pipes (intercepttoss,coll
manholes, or side sewers) through holes, breaks, joint failures, connection failures and other openings. Infiltraties aftemt
exhibit seasonal variation in response to groundwater levels. Storm events can trigger a rise in groundwater leve&sand incre
infiltration flows. The highest infiltration flows are observed following significstorm events diollowing prolonged periods of
precipitation.

Inflow is surface water that enters the wastewater system from yard, roof and footer drains, frezargressons with storm drains,
downspouts and sump pumps. Inflow occurs as a result of storm events such as rainfall, and snow melt, or underggsuhaitspri
contribute to excessive sewer flows. Peak inflow can occur during heavy storm events when storm sewer systems are surchg
resulting in hydraulic backups and local ponding. Inflow and infiltration is clearwater that enters the sanitary stewefresn a
variety of sources.

Infiltration occurs when groundwater seeps into sewer pipes through cracks, leaky pipe joints and/or deteriorated manholes.

Inflow occurs in direct proportion to the amount of rainfall. Inflow is storm water that enters the wastewater systenrdairough
leaders, basement sump pumps or foundation drains that are illegally connected directly to a sanitary sewer pipe.

Why is I/l a problem?
I/l ends up at the regional wastewater treatment plant, where it must be treated like sewage, resulting in higher astatment c

I/l often requires new and larger wastewater treatment facilities, conveyance systems or holding tanks to convey retiramet t
volumes of flow. This additional infrastructure results in higher capital expenditures.

I /1 flows contribute to sewer system surcharging inyo |
impacting public health and the environment. It is estimated that inflow and infiltration make up 85 percent of peakifigwsrdar
and rain events and as much as 70 percent of this peak flow comes from privately owned sewer networks.

Protecting the environment and decreasing wastewater treatment costs are the bemesfitarfséble I/l control program.

Daylight Savings Time iSunday November 5, 2023 As we remember to turn clocks back an hour, The Borough of Hollidaysbu
Fire Marshal and Borough Director of Community Development would like to encourage Residdraskaoheir batteries in their
smoke detectors and carbon monoxide alarms.

If you do not have smoke alarms and carbon monoxide alarms installed in your home, please remember that code requires si
alarms in all dwelling units and carbon monoxide alarms in buildings that haveeuiiéhg appliances or attached garages.

Here are some areas where smoke detectors are required:

1 In each sleeping room

1 Outside each separate sleeping area in the immediate vicinity of the bedrooms

1 On each additional story of the dwelling, including basements and habitable attics and not including crawl spaces anc
uninhabitable attics. In dwellings units with split levels and without an intervening door between levels, a smoke alart
installed on theipper level shall suffice for the adjacent lower level provided that the lower level is less than one full st
below the upper level

1 Smoke alarms shall be installed not less than 3 feet horizontally from the door or opening to a bathroom that contains
bathtub or shower unless this would prevent placement of a smoke alarm required by this section.
